Appendix 1 

to the application for doctoral scholarship

Rules for points allocation for scientific publications, other scientific and promoting activities and scientific achievements 
I. General remarks 
1. The ranking of doctoral students is created for doctoral students of the Doctoral Studies of Natural Sciences of the Polish Academy of Sciences in Krakow in a given academic year.
2. The period covered by the ranking begins on October 1st of the previous year and ends on September 30 of the current year.
Important! 
1) Academic achievements can be indicated in the application form only in one academic year.Achievements should be affiliated by Institutes.
2) If academic accomplishments are achieved at the turn of two academic years, the doctoral student has to decide in which academic year they are indicated
3) Points are awarded only for those activities which are within the  scope of  scientific discipline studied by the PhD student. 
II. Points 
Points are allocated in accordance with the criteria described in the Regulations on the award of doctoral scholarships to students of the interdisciplinary doctoral studies on the following principles: 
1. Scientific publications (scored) affiliated by Institutes include peer-reviewed publications, monographs, chapters in monographs, publications in academic handbooks. 

All points collected from scientific publications (according to the list of scientific journals for 2021 as presented in the notice of the Minister of Education and Science (MEiN) from 2021) are transformed into scholarship points according to the following formula: 

number of points for the article according to MEiN from 2021/number of authors
If the doctoral student contribution to the publication (in percentage) is the highest among all co-authors, then the student receives additional points: 
a) 10 points - for publications from 100 points according the list of scientific journals published by MEiN; 
a) 5 points - for publications below 100 points of the list of scientific journals published by MEiN. 
Important notes! 
The highest percentage share in the publication has to be confirmed by submitting relevant statements from the first author. 

2. Popular science publications - other publications or reports in popular science magazines, not included on the list of scientific journals published by the Ministry of Science and Higher Education. 
Points are allocated  for popular science publications (no more than 3) according to the following formula: 
1 publication = 3 point 
3. Post-conference publications (with ISSN or ISBN numbers). 
Points are allocated for post-conference publications (no more than two) according to the following formula: 
1 publication = 1 point 
4. Conferences (active participation) - conference posters or oral presentations given in Poland or abroad. 
a) presentation at a conference in the mother tongue: 
oral presentation - 5 points 
poster presentation - 2 points 
b) presentation at a conference in a foreign language: 
oral presentation – 10 points 
poster presentation - 4 points 
Important notes! 
Scientific seminars which are not included in the study curriculum are considered as  national conferences (e.g. seminars organised by scientific associations, PhD seminars). 

5. Research projects and programmes - participation in projects, research grants (all kinds) and research programmes both national and international. 
Number of points for leading or active participation as a investigator* in grants and research programmes: 

a) for the leader of the grant, project or research programme with source of funding other than from the statutory grants of the Institute (e.g. National Science Center - NCN) - 40 points; 

b) for the leader of the grant, project or research programme financed by the Institute - 5 points; 
c) for the investigator* in a grant, research project or programme with source of funding other than the Institute (e.g. National Science Centre) - 10 points; 

* Investigator – a person indicated on the list of staff in the institution financing the grant, project or research program 
6. Organisational, popularizing and training  activities - organisational activity understood as participation of the doctoral student in the work of the Institute, organisation of national and international conferences, participation in the work carried out by scientific associations and other groups with defined legal personality and specific purposes, participation in training to improve the student’s qualifications/skills. 
After familiarising itself with documents confirming the student’s organisational activity, including participation in language courses (e.g. diplomas, certificates), the Grant Committee awards 1 point for each activity, but no more than 5 points total. 
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
